An original book is born in Athens.  Its ‘mothers’: nine women, members of the Multi-National Women’s’ Liberation Group.  ‘Gestation’ time: nine months, as much, that is, as it takes for a child to be born.
The objective of this book is the enlightenment of the 20,000 women who come from English-speaking countries, have married Greeks, and have established themselves in Greece; about the Greek way of life, and generally about any subject that would help them adjust to a social environment different from that of their native country.
